	Resources a program uses to achieve program objectives (e.g., staff, volunteers, money, equipment)

	Local Health Jurisdiction

	Legacy
	American Legacy Foundation – Established in March 1999 as a result of the Master Settlement Agreement. Develops national programs that address the health effects of tobacco use through grants, technical assistance, grass roots marketing campaigns, community outreach, etc.

	Logic Model
	A systematic and visual tool to represent the relationships among program inputs, activities, outputs, and outcomes. Other names include theory of change, causal model, blueprint, or road map

	Priority Population
	Populations experiencing tobacco-related health disparities. HWTF currently funds 5 Grants that primarily focus on serving African American, Latino and American Indian youth.

	Program Evaluation
	The systematic collection of information about the activities, characteristics, and outcomes of programs to make judgments about the program, improve program effectiveness, and/or inform decisions about future program development. The two main components of program evaluation include process evaluation which assesses program implementation and outcome evaluation which assesses program impact
